Charges the batteries so the
stairlift is always ready to travel.

Wall switch
This should normally be left
switched on.

User display panel

Located on the side of the stairlift,
it allows you to see the status of
your stairlift - see page 22.
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Remote calling controls

Positioned at the top and bottom of the staircase, the remote calling controls

let you call the stairlift if it is at the opposite end of the staircase to you.
The controls will not work unless the on/off switch is turned to the on position.
